Students are encouraged to create an artwork which celebrates safe 
and active school travel themes: walking, riding, catching public transport and road safety.

How to enter:

1.	 Make your artwork
•	 Drawings can be in pencil, pens, markers, paint, crayon, mixed media or digitally created.
•	 Use the template provided below.
•	 The layout of your artwork must be portrait (vertical) and not landscape (horizontal).
•	 TIP: If including text, limit words to no more than 10 so they can be read from a distance.



2.	 Photograph your artwork
•	 Take a high-resolution photo of the artwork and keep the photo handy – we will need the file if 

yours is a winning entry.

3.	 Submit your artwork
